From the data in Figure 8.1, we can see that in 2008, on a global basis, heavy reliance on the known fossil fuel resources is common. Coal, oil, gas, and nuclear energy play the paramount roles in supplying us with energy. Photovoltaic technology, geothermal, solar thermal, the use of biomass, and the power generated by wind and hydroelectric power are just beginning to serve the global energy market.

Over the course of the decades to come, the percentage of renewable energy use will have to be increased significantly, and these energy sources will become the most prevalent for the target year 2100. The primary sources will probably be energy generated from solar radiation, from wind, and from biomass processing. In comparison with these renewable sources, the power generated from hydroelectric plants, together with the power from the waves of the ocean, or tidal power plants, will play only a minor role.
